Human Factors/Ergonomics

e Specific anthropometric data-stature, eye, shoulder and knee height,
arm reach, leg length

* Psychosocial factors-works alone, enclosed space, high elevation

 PPE use- gloves, arm guards, hardhats, safety glasses, respirators, high
temperature clothing, fall harness

e Pace of task/urgency, constant motion creating potential for CTD’s
e Forceful exertions such as gravity, friction and reaction forces present
e Lifting, moving, reaching- focus on upper or lower body movements
